Pre-service teacher lesson plan: Celebrations and Commemorations around the Globe

Year 3

Duration: 70mins
KLA: Humanities and Social Sciences
Lesson topic/focus:

Celebrations and commemorations around the globe: students will gain understandings of the different celebrations and commemorations around the world and how they compare with Australia.
Lesson intent/purpose:

By the end of the lesson, students will:

	Introduction – Warm up/ orientation/ initial engagement:
	• As a whole class, students and teacher will identify what celebrations and commemorations are
• Students and teacher will discuss the celebrations and commemorations students already know about and what countries they are celebrated in 

• Teacher will list responses in dot points on the whiteboard 

• Teacher will ask students questions relating to their personal experiences such as: What things do you celebrate or commemorate at home?

• Students will be placed in pairs to discuss their own family celebrations and what is the same/ different

• Students will share discussions from pairs with the whole class in discussion

• Teacher will write question on the whiteboard and list responses in dot points 

• Students will be given opportunity to pose their own questions regarding celebrations and commemorations and share experiences

• Select and Watch YouTube videos on smartboard that highlight different celebrations and commemorations around the World

• As a whole class, students will discuss the celebrations and commemorations that were presented in the video and highlight any that were new to them (teacher will list these on the whiteboard)

• Teacher and students will also discuss the similarities and differences between countries in the video clip in how they celebrate (e.g.

	Body of Learning experience and procedures:    
	• Teacher will explain the group tasks and that students will be using research skills to investigate the different celebrations and commemorations around the globe

• Teacher will place students into research groups

• In their groups, students will be required to investigate a chosen country and the celebrations and commemorations of it

• Each group will be provided with a booklet to use to record information 
• Using the class computers, students will collect information via the internet on the celebrations and commemorations of their chosen country 
• Students will record the celebrations and commemorations of these countries and any other important information in their booklet 

• Students will share collected information and pose questions to each other

• Students will reflect on and synthesise their findings within their group and designate a speaker to share findings with the whole class

• Each group will record their speaker on a class iPad and submit to teacher
